HISTORIAN

In about 1896 Mr. John Fischer and Walter J. Hughes
came to Memphis to install the heating system in the
Goodwyn Institute Building.  They both worked for the
Sodemann Heat and Power Company in St. Louis.

Mr. Fischer liked Memphis so well that he stayed.  He
went in business with another man and started the
beginning of the Fischer Heating Company.  This was
sometime in 1898.  In approximately 1908, Mr. Fischer
bought out his partner and renamed the company “Fischer
Heating Company”

In 1905, Walter J. Hughes started his business in
Memphis as “Hughes Heating Company”.  He went all
over town and gathered up any scrap pipe, fittings,
radiators, etc. to use in his business.  Hence he was
forever known as “Scrappy” Hughes.  He was a friend of
Ed Crump and Judge Campbell.

“Scrappy” Hughes went to a local architect, Walk C. Jones
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HISTORIAN (Cont.)

Sr. and spoke with him about business.  He mentioned his
role and capabilities and left a direction.  Mr. Jones told
Scrappy to come back in a year, and if the Hughes
Company was still in business, then he would have a job
for him.  Scrappy scrimped and starved for a year and
then appeared before Mr. Jones with his hand out.  Mr.
Jones gave him his first sizable project.

In 1918, Scrappy’s son Ralph entered the business and
shortly thereafter, Charles came into the business.

They hung on through the depression and when the
country began to prepare for World War II, the company
began to obtain work with a snap shot of projects listed
below:

1. Landing barges build at the Wolf River plant of
Pidgeon Thomas Iron Co.

2. Ordinance Plant in Milan, Tennessee
3. Gulf Ordinance Plant in Prairie, Mississippi
4. Millington Naval Air Station at Millington, Tennessee

After the Millington job, the navy commander came to
Charles Hughes and requested that he join the Navy as
Lt. Commander and become the Public Works Officer in
Millington.  This he did and after the war he was
separated as a full commander.

Over the years, The Hughes Heating Company (now
Hughes Mechanical Contractors) has installed the
mechanical systems in many well-known buildings.

Here are just a few:
1. Cossitt Library on Front Street
2. Tennessee hotel
3. Ellis Auditorium
4. Thomas Wing – Methodist Hospital
5. Gilmore Apartments
6. St. Francis Hospital
7. Methodist Hospital North
8. University of Memphis Campus

The business is now being run by Scrappy Hughes’ great
grandsons, Ralph Hughes and F. P. “Bubba” Hughes.
