Dave Lloyd was born and raised in Memphis,
Tennessee. He attended South Side High School,
and after four years in the Navy, attended and
graduated from Christian Brothers University.
Dave’s professional interest was influenced by
several family members who were journeymen
and master plumbers for whom he worked as an
apprentice plumber during high school and his
early college days. His first encounter with air
conditioning came at the approximate age of
fourteen when he built an air conditioning unit for
his grandmother.
